ADVISORY BOARD CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE 1: NAME


The name of this organization shall be the Freed-Hardeman University Advisory 
Board.

ARTICLE 2:  MISSION


The mission of the Advisory Board shall be to provide servant-leadership for the 
advancement of Freed-Hardeman University by:

· serving as regional ambassadors by being a positive influence on friends, donors, and prospective students.

· providing advice and ideas as to how Freed-Hardeman University could better serve communities

· making a meaningful annual gift.

ARTICLE 3:  OFFICE


The principle office of the Advisory Board shall be located I the office of 
University Advancement at Freed-Hardeman University, Henderson, Tennessee.

ARTICLE 4:  MEMBERSHIP


Membership shall be restricted to those recommended by the President of the 
University to the Board of Trustees for their approval.
ARTICLE 5:  PRIVILEGES


Members shall be entitled to attend and vote at all regular and special meetings of 
the Advisory Board and shall receive publications and report of activities.

ARTICLE 6:  OFFICERS


The officers of the Advisory Board shall be a Chairman, Vice Chairman, and 
Recording Secretary.   The powers and duties of the officers shall be provided by 
By-Laws.

ARTICLE 7:  MEETINGS


There shall be two regular annual meetings of the Advisory Board.  One in the 
fall and one in the spring of the year.
ARTICLE 8:  BY-LAWS


By-Laws shall be adopted by the Advisory Board which shall set forth the 
procedures for the internal administration of the Advisory Board consistent with 


the provisions of this constitution.

ARTICLE 9:  AMENDMENTS


This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds vote of members present at a 
duly constituted and convened meeting of the Advisory Board; provided, 
however, that no proposed amendment to this constitution may be voted upon at a 
meeting unless the exact language thereof shall have been submitted to the 
Recording Secretary not less than thirty (30) days prior to the date of said meeting 
and notification given to the entire membership of the Advisory Board by letter.

ARTICLE 10:  COMMITTEES


The Advisory Board will appoint several standing committees:  Alumni, 
Nominating, Membership, Fundraising and Recruitment.
