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The My Organization Endowment Fund receives gifts on a recurring basis for the ongoing benefit of the programs within The Hospital as directed by the Board of Directors of the My Organization, Inc. The purpose of the Endowment Fund is to provide support for these programs as appropriate and to maintain an asset base sufficient to fund programs/projects in the future.

Investment Philosophy
O
Endorses a long-term perspective; i.e. long-term growth of income and principal.

Investment Objectives
O
Maintain and improve, if possible, the real purchasing power (after inflation) of the permanent endowment.

O
Earn a real rate of return in excess of inflation and spending.

O
Gifts to the endowment will be used to increase the real value of the endowment.

O
The assets will be at all times managed in accordance with the “prudent person rule,” which requires that each asset be of acceptable quality.  The investment advisor shall adhere to, but have complete direction within, the framework of these guidelines.

O
Asset allocation will be established with the following minimum and maximum ranges:


Cash and short-term equivalents
0-10 %


Bonds
20-50 %


Equities
50-80 %
O
The investment advisor shall not deviate from these ranges without consent from the Finance Committee.

O
Non-U.S. dollar denominated investments of acceptable quality are permitted up to a maximum of 25% of current market value.

Reports and Meetings
O
The investment manager will provide written quarterly updates to the Treasurer.  These will be circulated to the Finance Committee and maintained on file in the office of the Executive Director for the My Organization.

O
The Finance Committee will meet quarterly to assess the need to rebalance the allocations.

O
On an annual basis the investment manager will make a presentation to the Finance Committee to review portfolio performance and discuss other matters as needed.

Spending Guidelines
O
The annual spending guideline shall be 6% of the average of the last three calendar year​end market values.
